6. HIV positive Migrant Worker regular checkup 
 

The programme covers 10000 Migrants.  The rural area covered like Bidkin, chitegaon, 

urban area Waluj, Pandharpur, Wadgaon, Jogeshwari, Rajangaon, Wadgaon Kolhati, 

Sajapur, Bajajnagar, whole Waluj MIDC.

Information prior to project implementation: 
 
 

• There was no public awareness about HIV / AIDS before to the implementation 

of the migrant worker project. 

• There was reluctance to conduct HIV testing in most companies. 

• Workers had misconceptions about HIV, and were afraid of HIV / AIDS. 

• Condoms were only available on medical. 

 
HIV / AIDS Prevention and Control Programme changes after 
project implementation. 
 
1. Migrant workers were sensitized to 58035 workers regarding HIV/AIDS and 

among them 12719 high risk workers were registered. 

2. Conducted health camps for migrant workers at 71 different locations and 

screened 5166 workers for HIV among them 5 HIV positive persons and 1 spouse 

of them were linked to ART treatment in the ART Centre. 

3. As a result of implementation of Migrant Worker Project, 3806 workers were 

screened for STI disease in the hospital and 147 workers were treated with STI Kits 

1 to 7. 

4. Migrant worker project established 54 sales depots in Walaj and Paithan MIDC 

and distributed 27600 condoms. 

5. HIV awareness among migrant workers was reached to 4536 workers through 

different poster exhibition, drop in centre meeting, hotspot meeting. 

6. Joint Director Industrial Safety and Health Marathwada Department was given a 

letter regarding HIV screening and HIV awareness in 56 companies in Aurangabad. 

7. 2593 workers were given Covid vaccination.
